[BASIC REQUIREMENTS FOR APPLICATION|

1. Completed 12 years of standard school education

Academic ability is regarded as the equivalent of 12 years standard education.
(If the education background is shorter than 12 years because of the different education system, please
inquire at the office before applying.)
2. Completed studying Japanese Language for more than 150 hours, completed JLPT N5-level or above,

or having equivalent abilities.
