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KU Student Shares Indonesian Nihongo Partner Experience

To fulfill his dream of becoming a Japanese teacher, a third-
year student in the International Studies Course needed practical
training abroad. Through the Nihongo Partners (NP) program, he
is now placed in Indonesia, where he works at a national high
school in Bekasi to support the Indonesian teacher of Japanese.
Nihongo Partners places teaching assistants in classes as language
partners for middle and high school students and Japanese
teachers in Asia. No specialized knowledge is required, and
anyone can apply if they meet the application requirements. |
contacted this student for this story to learn about his experience.

By reading a book by a Japanese photographer about Islam, he
became interested in the religion and wanted to go to a country
where many Muslim people live. This is a big step in his career
path to become a Japanese language teacher. As a high school
student, he went to Australia and attended a Japanese class at a
local high school, and for the first time, he heard the phrase
"teacher of Japanese." He was glad that his Australian friends tried
to remember Japanese words and use the expressions he taught
them. That was the initial hook that led him to become a Japanese
language teacher.

His Indonesia life starts at 6:00 am in the morning. He gets
ready to teach classes from 7:30-16:00 each day. During classes, he
teaches Hiragana and Katakana, and models Japanese
pronunciation and conversation.
