(7) Is completed on or after the day prescribed by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology, or expects to
complete by March 2025, a specialized course of study at an advanced vocational school designated separately by the Minister of
Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (limited to those that meet the criteria prescribed by the Minister of Education,
Culture, Sports, Science and Technology, including that the minimum duration of studies be at least four years).

(Is designated by ““Those who are recognized as
having at least the same academic ability as those who graduated from university upon admission to graduate school and university
majors”; The Ministry of Education, Science, Sports and Culture Public Notice No. 5 of 1953).

(9) Is over 22 years old or shall be 22 years old by 1 April 2025 and has an academic ability equivalent to or higher than that of a graduate
from a university as determined in an academic review by the Graduate School of Integrated Arts and Sciences.
