The goals of the Aichi University Japanese Language & Japanese Culture Course for Exchange
Students™ are... 1. to become fluent in using Japanese in daily conversations by improving one’s
Japanese proficiency and 2. to deepen one’s understanding of Japan by communicating with
people in Japan. By the end of this course, students will be able to express themselves about
various topics in accurate Japanese, which they have learned during their life in Japan.

This course is for 2 semesters: FALL and SPRING. A single semester consists of 14weeks of
classes and a final examination. One class lasts for 90 minutes. Students with poor attendance
may not be able to get credits for the course.

4 Course Requirements and Placement (Fall Semester)

O Students must take at least 7 courses.

O The class which you belong to will be decided by the result of the placement test which will
be conducted before students’ arrival to Japan. Some students may be asked to have a brief
interview before or after arrival. For details of class level, please refer to the information
below.

O For students whose Japanese proficiency is judged as equivalent to JLPT N2 or higher by
the placement test or interview, they are required to take the following 2 courses in the
timetable(compulsory courses):

‘Japanese V(Knowing Today’s Japan)”

“Japanese VI (Discovering Traditional Japan)” (1 credit/ each course).
In addition to this, students must take at least 5 courses from Aichi University undergraduate
course. “JapaneselV(Japanese Culture)” is selective as well.

O Students who are assigned to A class must take all courses described as (A) in the
timetable, and those who are assigned to B class must take all courses described as
(B) in the timetable.

O A and B class students are also required to take the following 2 compulsory courses:

“Japanese V(Knowing Today’s Japan)”

“Japanese VI (Discovering Traditional Japan)” (1 credit/ course).
For the rest of the 5 courses, they must take JLCES courses (5 courses which are
designated by Aichi University for A and B class).

Features

* In Aichi University, exchange students are able to take undergraduate courses and study with
Japanese students. There are some cases at other universities in which international students
are not accepted in undergraduate courses even if the students have an advanced level of
Japanese proficiency. Therefore, this is one of the aspects which makes Aichi University
attractive for studying.

When talking about courses, exchange students are required to take “Japanese courses for
Undergraduate International Students” (General Educational Courses). For the rest of the
courses, students are able to take courses freely from “General Educational Courses” and
“Specialized Courses of Faculty (Law, Economics, Business Administration, Modern Chinese
Studies, and International Communication)”. * There are some limitations for the courses to take.
Also, we offer approx. 20 courses which are held in English. (Students need to pass an English
assignment (Essay) before taking these courses.)

For undergraduate courses, there are some courses which have limitations for registration.
Please follow the instructions in the orientation for course registration. (Up to 22 credits can be
registered for the fall semester)

O Students must take at least 7 courses.

O The class which you belong to will be decided by the result of the placement test which will
be conducted before students’ arrival to Japan. Some students may be asked to have a brief
interview before or after arrival. For details of class level, please refer to the information
below.

O For students whose Japanese proficiency is judged as equivalent to JLPT N2 or higher by
the placement test or interview, they are required to take the following 1 course in the
timetable(compulsory courses) :

"Japanese V (Knowing Today’s Japan)" (1 credit/ course)
In addition to this, these students must take at least 6 courses from Aichi University
undergraduate course.

O Students who are assigned to B class must take all courses described as (B) in the
timetable, and those who are assigned to C class must take all courses described as
(C) in the timetable.

O B and C class students are also required to take the following 1 compulsory course :

"Japanese V{(Knowing Today’s Japan)" (1 credit/ course)
For the rest of the 6 courses, they must take JLCES courses (6 courses which are
designated by Aichi University for B and C class).
