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Water is life, and all plants, animals, and people rely on the water from rain
to stay alive. Without rain, human societies cannot function. Understanding how
rain works, and society’s historical and current relationship with rain, is valuable.

Rain is part of the water cycle. The water cycle is a process that moves water
around the Earth. First, water from the ocean, lakes, and rivers heats up, turns into
gas, and rises up into the sky. Next, the gas cools down and turns back into tiny
drops of water. These drops gather together and form clouds. [ A ]
when the clouds get too full of water, it falls as rain. Clouds move around the
planet, so the rain often falls on land where there is no nearby river or lake. ™ This
helps many farmers grow food crops and raise animals. However, sometimes it
does not rain enough, and this is called a drought. During a drought, there is not
enough water for plants or animals, and this can make food hard to find. Therefore,
having enough rain is really important for our survival.

The importance of rain has influenced religious and cultural traditions
worldwide. The Greeks, for example, believed Zeus, the king of their gods,
controlled the sky and rain. He could use thunder and lightning to make it rain.
This helped crops grow and made sure people had food. In India, Hindus believe
the god Indra controls rain and storms. Indra fights demons who try to stop the
rain. He uses lightning to release water for people and their farms. In Central
America, the Mayan rain god was named Chaac. He used his lightning power to
hit the clouds and make it rain. Ancient people prayed to these gods because they
valued rain. Beyond praying to gods, many cultures celebrated rain through
special dances. Native American tribes, like the Hopi and Zuni, believed special
spirits in the sky decided when it would rain. They performed rain dances while
wearing special clothes. They wished to make the sky spirits happy enough to send

rain [ B 1. African tribes like the Zulu also performed rain dances.

During the dance a respected tribal leader would talk to the spirits and ask for rain.
These dances were an active display of how thankful people were for the rain.

Rain is still important today. Peoplé have come up with smart ways to
ensure a steady water supply. One way is called rain harvesting, which means
catching rainwater from roofs of buildings and storing it for later use. Countries
like India and Australia lead the world in this practice. In Australia, millions of
liters of rainwater are harvested each year. In India, even more rainwater is
collected, with some regions collecting billions of liters annually. This practice
helps these countries manage their water resources. They use this water to help
with gardening, washing, and even for drinking in some areas. [ (& 1
it rains heavily in Japan, Japan is not a leader in rain harvesting.

Another way is called cloud seeding. Cloud seeding is a technology that
causes clouds to rain where we choose. Here is how it works. First, @ an ideal
cloud is identified. Second, airplanes spray salt into those clouds. After that, the
salt attracts more water into the clouds. Then, when the cloud becomes heavy
enough, the water falls as rain. Salt is inexpensive and abundant. ¥ It is also safer
for the environment than other chemicals. Countries like the United States, China,
and the UAE are leaders in using this technology to get more rain. Cloud seeding
helps people by increasing water for drinking and farming, which improves their
lives and supports the environment. In the United States, cloud seeding is also
used to increase snowfall in some regions where winter sports are a major part of
the economy, or to increase rain in forested areas. Japan also uses cloud seeding,
but not at a large scale. Rain harvesting and cloud seeding are both helpful in dry
places where rain is rare. By making it rain through cloud seeding, and then
harvesting that rain, the dangers of drought are [ D 1.

The writer and artist who were the minds behind Superman had a lot in
common. They went to the same high school in the 1930s, in Cleveland, Ohio, a
time and place when many people could not find jobs. Both were sons of Jewish
people who had immigrated to the U.S.A. A ], each liked the same kind
of stories about future worlds and exciting adventures. Together, they made a
character that would go on to become the model for all comic book heroes.

Superman first showed up in a comic book in June 1938. WThis was the start
of something big. He was immediately loved by many and [ B I:
Superman was different from other characters of the time. He had incredible
strength, could leap over tall buildings, and was almost impossible to hurt. What
made him truly special though, was his Pmoral compass. He was a hero who
fought for truth and justice, whose creation was influenced by the social and
political issues of the time. The writer and artist wanted Superman to be a
champion for the weak. [ C ], in the first comic book issue Superman
stopped a man hitting his wife and also fought against people selling weapons to
countries that were fighting wars.

As Superman’s fame grew, the creators began having problems. They had

sold the Superman character in 1938 to their publisher, DC Comics, for only $130.

This was a choice that they would regret for a long time. They were only being

paid for each page of comics that they wrote and drew. Superman toys and movies
were making a significant profit for DC Comics, but ®lit was not being shared with
his creators. They felt tricked and Weﬁt to court to get back ownership of their
creation, which took a long time. In the end, DC Comics won control of Superman,
and the creators were fired. The creators endured money troubles and had a hard
time paying for things. Also, the artist’s vision was getting worse. After a while,
he even quit making comics because he could not see well enough to draw. It was
not until the 1970s that DC Comics gave the creators some credit for their work
and some money to live on. But by then, they had already experienced many hard
times.

Despite their problems, “the creators’” work lives on. Superman keeps

giving hope to many people, standing for truth, justice, and the American way of
life. Their important work is not just in the pages of comic books or the scenes of
movies, but in the idea that we can all try hard to be better and do good in the
world. Superman stands as an example of the importance of imagination and the
