That doesn’t mean that prescriptive views are （　d　） left out.  People’s attitudes toward 

words are also a legitimate part of a dictionary.  For example, the New Oxford American 

Dictionary doesn’t forbid its readers to use the unlovely word ‘irregardless,’ but it clearly notes 

that the word is ‘avoided by careful users of English.’  Because people no longer use words like 

‘fletcherize’ （meaning to chew each bite （　エ　） least thirty-two times before you swallow）, 

and because you don’t talk the way people did in eighteenth-century Williamsburg, you know 

that language is always 
⑴
in flux.  So if research finds a lot of good and careful writers using

‘irregardless,’ or creating sentences like ‘Anybody could look it up if they wanted to’̶using 

‘they’ where you might （　 4 　） ‘he or she’̶the dictionary can say with authority that it’s 

becoming standard English̶even if prescriptivists disapprove.

There’s also a whole new category of dictionary̶the online dictionary̶where you can 

see word evidence as quickly as the lexicographers can, without waiting for it to make it 

through the editorial process.  At Wordnik （an online dictionary I founded）, automated 

processes examine billions of words to select example sentences based （　オ　） how well they 

represent the word you’re interested in.  The site （　 5 　） users to leave comments, make 

word lists, tag words, and even see images from the online photo site Flickr.com and tweets 

from Twitter.  Purely crowdsourced sites such as UrbanDictionary.com and Wiktionary.org 

let users offer their opinions, as well.  The upside of all these sites is that they can show you 

much more information than a traditional dictionary, much （　e　） （and Wordnik and 

Wiktionary also incorporate traditional dictionary information like parts of speech and 

synonyms）.  However, you need to use your own knowledge and employ your critical 

thinking skills to filter the information shown.  For instance, 
⑵
if a word’s usage is illustrated

by plenty of sentences, but they’re all from personal blogs, the word is likely considered more 

informal than one where all the sentences shown are from the Wall Street Journal.

So don’t think of dictionaries as rulebooks.  They’re much more like maps.  They show 

where things are in relation to each other and point out where the terrain is rough.  And, like 

maps, dictionaries （especially online dictionaries） are constantly updated to show the changing 

aspects of a language̶not just with shiny new words （like ‘bae’ or ‘airpocalypse’ or ‘avolatte’） 

but new uses for old words （like ‘swatting’ meaning ‘make a false report of a threat in order 

to provoke a police SWAT team response to a third party’） and even new parts of words （the 

affix -bro as in ‘broflake’ or ‘manifestbro’̶used to indicate a particular kind of dominating 

male behavior）.  Dictionary-makers put as good a map as possible into your hands,

devising a route is up to you.
