I think we need more creative solutions to improve Japan’s ranking in both the economic
participation category and the politics category.

That’s the hard part. But I think if women are performing equally in the education
category, more equality in these two categories should soon follow.

You're right. Japan still ranked 112th out of the 148 countries in economic participation,

even after the improvements.
