Gap Report.

Julia: T'm always surprised when Japan ranks so low on the annual Gender Gap Report.
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Julia:  As usual, in terms of education and health, there was near gender equality in Japan.
So that’s good.

Aiko: What about economic participation?
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Aiko: You would think so, right? But there are still some serious barriers that prevent

women from gaining true equality in Japan.
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Actually, I just read a newspaper story about that. It said women still feel it’s hard to
look after their families while working in politics.

If that’s the reason, then it sounds like traditional gender roles in Japan are preventing
women from fully participating in society.

Not me. If there are so few women in Japanese politics, then the score will never
improve.

Exactly. And how did Japan rank in other categories?

Why do you think Japanese women generally avoid such a career?

That makes sense. I've heard there has been a slight increase in the number of senior
managers, too. But I'm guessing this category is still low compared to other countries.
This year’s report noted an improvement in that category. One reason is that there was
an increase in the number of women in the workforce.

I think we need more creative solutions to improve Japan’s ranking in both the economic
participation category and the politics category.

That’s the hard part. But I think if women are performing equally in the education
category, more equality in these two categories should soon follow.

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The songs that chingolos sing are completely determined by cultural, that is,
learned behavior.

The typical chingolo sings two or more songs, depending on the season.
Pereyra Iraola Park is a natural reserve in New York that has been used for
studying birdsong in chingolos.

Chingolos have been able to continue to pass down their distinctive songs
due to the handwritten notes made by Argentinian ornithologist Fernando
Nottebohm.

Some tunes that chingolos used to sing have disappeared over time and are
being taught to the birds using a synthetic copy that simulates the original
songs.

Chingolos prefer learning songs from a human tutor rather than from a robot.
The last descending syllables of the chingolo songs are wider in frequency
than the versions of songs taught by robot tutors.

The knowledge gained about cultural traits in the research on chingolos may
have further application to studies of cultural traits in humans.

Sessions with the synthetic song occurred during the peak singing hours in the
early evening.

Male rufous colored-collared sparrows are usually tutored in the patterns of the

songs by their fathers while female sparrows are tutored by their mothers.
